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The final/state exam is conducted in the form of examination qualification tasks. Students’
knowledge and skills are tested during the state exam through the assessment of practical tasks
and by asking them additional questions.

When assessing the language competence of a graduate, one should be guided by the following
CRITERIA:

Summarizing the text orally/commenting in English on the proposed text/issue/topic

In summarizing orally in English, the effectiveness of the student's transfer of the content and
information of the original text in English is graded taking into consideration to what extent the
presentation corresponds to the structure and volume of the abstract.

Any distorted or incorrectly transmitted information and any gross violation of the rules of the
English language resulting in a distortion of communication are considered mistakes.

When evaluating the summary, grammatical, lexical, and stylistic errors, as well as a violation of
the structure and rules of the primary text are taken into account.

The final/state exam comprises several components to estimate various skills and competencies
of undergraduate students:

1. Reading comprehension task;

2. Translation task;
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Speaking comprehension task

Listening task.

For the Reading comprehension task, the student has to read and retell/summarize/discuss
an authentic text on profession, be able to answer questions on the issue(s) raised in it,
and talk over them. The text should comprise 2000-2200 characters without spaces.

This skill is checked also through translation tasks in two directions (English«<>Russian or
English«—Armenian). One of the tasks is to translate in writing an authentic text from
English. The volume should comprise 600-800 characters without spaces.

Translating and Speaking comprehension is estimated also through the rendering task
when the examinee has to render a text from Russian into English. The text must be from
a media source to estimate also the capabilities of the undergraduate students to work
with various sources of information. The text should comprise 1800-2000 characters
without spaces.

For the Speaking comprehension task, the student has to comment on a professional topic
and answer the questions.

Listening skills are estimated during the whole examination via the way the examinee is
able to comprehend and answer the comments and questions of the examiners.

Russia-Ukraine: US warns of ‘false-flag’ operation

Russia is plotting to stage acts of provocation to create a pretext to invade Ukraine, a US official
has said. A Pentagon spokesman said Russian operatives were planning a "false-flag" operation,
to allow Moscow to accuse Ukraine of preparing an attack. Russia has dismissed the claims.

It comes after a week of US-Russian talks aimed at defusing tensions. Ukraine on Friday accused
Russia of being behind a cyber-attack on dozens of official websites. Before the sites went
offline, a message appeared warning Ukrainians to "prepare for the worst". Access to most of the
sites was restored within hours.

The US and Nato condemned the attack and have offered support to Ukraine. Russia has not
commented on the hack. Pentagon spokesman John Kirby told reporters on Friday about what he
said were Russia's plans. "It has pre-positioned a group of operatives to conduct what we call a
false-flag operation, an operation designed to look like an attack on them or Russian speaking
people in Ukraine as an excuse to go in," he said.

The operatives were trained in urban warfare and using explosives to carry out acts of sabotage
against pro-Russian rebels, US officials said. Ukraine's Defence Ministry said similar acts were
being prepared against Russian troops stationed in the breakaway Transdnistria region of
Moldova.

Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov responded by describing the reports as unsubstantiated and
"confirmed by nothing". It is unusual for the US to go public with such specific intelligence
determinations.

But the Biden administration has clearly decided to try to pre-empt any Russian claims of
Ukrainian belligerence by exposing an alleged strategy of sabotage and disinformation. The
Pentagon spokesman John Kirby said the US wanted the world to know how an invasion could
play out, because this scenario was from the same playbook the Russians used in Crimea.

It's a dramatic move after a week of intense diplomacy that produced proposals but no agreement
on how to resolve the crisis. Mr Kirby said the administration still thinks there is time and space
for diplomacy. And that it does not believe President Vladimir Putin has made a final decision
about whether to further invade Ukraine.

The Russians deny they have any such intention. But the US is not staying quiet while it waits
for Mr Putin's next move.

Kuenssberg: What's a PM to do when even kids joke about his future?

MPs can't skulk, plotting, in Westminster's corridors at weekends. But for Boris Johnson, the
time his colleagues spend back in their constituencies could prove even worse.

One senior MP described how on Friday, during a standard school visit, he was asked by a group
of nine-year-olds whether or not the prime minister was going to resign, and then was catcalled
by teenage pupils about Boris Johnson's behaviour.

As much as the prime minister's seemingly dwindling number of backers may wish this saga was
merely a preoccupation of his many enemies or the press, the question of whether he stays or
goes has become a national conversation. On Wednesday, presenters on cosy daytime TV sofas
crossed live to the Commons for PMQs. Music radio presenters challenged each other to race to
the Co-op on London's Strand to fill a carry-on case with a carry-out, after the latest claims about
No 10 staff filling a suitcase with booze.

One minister admits there is a "lot of discontent” among local party associations - which MPs
will hear in person this weekend. And many report their email inboxes have been filling up with
party members and constituents seething about what's been going on. The prime minister's future
is now the subject of playground teasing. As the MP who had that awkward conversation with
the nine-year-olds suggested, if many of his colleagues have similar experiences, "Monday
morning could be a very difficult moment".

Another senior MP, who has already been told by their local party chairman that the prime
minister should quit, predicted that MPs will hear so much concern this weekend, "it could all be
over on Monday".

But hang on. There is nothing automatic about what happens next.

The consensus among MPs right now seems to be at least to wait until the conclusions of Sue
Gray's report are made public. One cabinet minister who says "there is no getting away from the
situation - it is very bad", also cautions: "It is very hard to get rid of a leader who doesn't want to
go." The minister says Johnson will "want to go on and on and on" - whatever the findings of the
report.

Another senior cabinet minister believes that while MPs are angry, "they are not at the stage
when they want to get rid of him". Importantly, too, the cabinet itself does not seem to be taking
a collective view about what to do.

Top Republican on foreign affairs committee believes US is in new cold war with Russia

The top Republican on the House Foreign Affairs Committee said Sunday he thinks the US is
engaged in a new cold war with Russia amid high tensions between the nations over Russia's
potential invasion of Ukraine.

"I do. | do, because I think (Russia President Vladimir) Putin again smells weakness here," Rep.
Michael McCaul, a Republican of Texas, told CNN's Jake Tapper on "State of the Union" when
asked whether he thinks there's a new cold war happening.

His comments come after CNN reported the US has information that indicates Russia has
prepositioned a group of operatives to potentially conduct a false-flag operation in eastern
Ukraine in an attempt to create a pretext for an invasion. "He knows that if he's ever going to
invade Ukraine, now is the time. | hope he doesn't make that miscalculation. But the fact is, if he
does invade Ukraine, what is the United States, what is our commander-in-chief prepared to do
to stop it?" McCaul said.

"If Putin sees deterrence coming back from the United States and our NATO allies, he may
second guess his calculation to invade Ukraine. Now Ukraine is the breadbasket of Russia. Putin
wants to restore the glory of the old Soviet empire. He's been wanting to do this for quite some
time."

McCaul added: "I'm not seeing a lot of deterrence. I'm seeing some tough rhetoric, but not a lot
of action ... you have to put things on the table like sanctions, you have to talk about more arm
sales, weapon sales to Ukraine."

The congressman's warning comes after a week's worth of diplomatic meetings between Russian
and Western officials over Russia's amassing of tens of thousands of troops along Ukraine's
border failed to achieve any breakthroughs. Russia would not commit to de-escalating and
American and NATO officials said Moscow's demands -- including that NATO never admit
Ukraine into the alliance -- were non-starters.

Following the failed talks, Michael Carpenter, the US ambassador to the Organization for
Security and Cooperation in Europe, told reporters the "drumbeat of war is sounding loud and
the rhetoric has gotten rather shrill.” "We have to take this very seriously,” Carpenter said of the
massing of Russian troops along the border with Ukraine. "We have to prepare for the
eventuality that there could be an escalation.”
